Background: Since 2015, Biology Education Centre at Uppsala University admits a limited 
number of students from selected partner universities in China to the bachelor’s programme 
in Biology/Molecular biology. Admitted students who follow the agreed study plan and fulfil 
the requirements for the degree (See Appendix 1) at Uppsala University may apply for a 
Swedish BSc in biology. Students from China (as well as other students from outside the 
European Union (EU), European Economic Area (EEA) and Switzerland are required to pay 
application and tuition fees.  
 
Routines for Application 
Deadline for application: March 1st 2021 
1. Students apply through a designated contact person at their home University in 

China (or other country). Applications are sent via e-mail to the registrar at Biology 
Education Centre, Uppsala University, through info@ibg.uu.se during January and 
February 2021, the deadline is March 1st 2021. 

Note: The home university must have a valid agreement “3+1” with Uppsala University. 
Documents in application: 

• Application letter (Letter of Intent) including information on preferred starting 
course (see section A below), e-mail address and postal address 

• Transcript of record from your university, in original language and an official 
translation to English 

• A written file (in English) showing courses and credits planned for the spring term 
2021 

• A copy of the passport page with personal data and photograph 
• A copy of proof of English (see section B below) 

2. The formal admission letter from the Admission Office at Uppsala University is 
communicated to the: 
1) Admitted students via regular mail and email  
2) The director of BSc studies at Biology Education Centre.  
After admission, the students should apply for VISA to Sweden as soon as possible. 
Information about VISA application will be given separately. Note: VISA application 
dead-lines are important and have to be considered so that students are not hindered to 
travel in time for the programme start in August.

Appendix 1 Bachelor's degree Uppsala University

In order to be entitled to a Bachelor's Degree the following requirements have to be fulfilled: 
After finishing courses totalling 180 credits (3 years of full time studies) the student may be 
awarded a Bachelor’s Degree, provided that a main field of study of 90 credits minimum is 
included, and that within the main field of study at least 15 credits constitutes an individually 
performed project work. At Uppsala University a Bachelor’s Degree, in addition to these general 
conditions, also requires at least one minor field of study of at least 30 credits.
